Technical Process
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Vehicle: 75,ZT & ZTT 

Rover & MG Derivatives

This Process will show how to carry out an Instrument Pack change on the above vehicles when a later type instrument pack is to be fitted (Coding Index upgrade).

Any button Selections are in Bold.
1. Turn on Testbook.

2. Insert appropriate CD Diagnostic disk.

3. Click on the DIAGNOSTIC SYSTEM icon.

4. Select Model and press CONTINUE.
5. Enter Chassis Number and press CONTINUE.
6. Check the following screen for the correct vehicle details and press CONTINUE.
7. At the Vehicle preparation screen connect the cables as instructed and press CONTINUE.
8. In the “Vehicle Diagnostic” menu select SYSTEM DIAGNOSTICS.

9. In the following Menu select INTRUMENT PACK.
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10. Continue through the next screen and note the ECU Information on the following screen and press CONTINUE.

11. Under the menu entitled “Select Required Option” Select VEHICLE MAINTAINANCE.
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12. In the next menu select RENEW ECU.

13. Follow the on screen instructions to renew the Instrument Pack and press CONTINUE.

14. The Vehicle Configuration will then be written to the car.

15. A message may then appear to inform you that you have fitted an Incorrect or Unknown ECU & will tell you the Coding Index of the new ECU that you have fitted.

16. Disregard this message and press IGNORE.

17. EXIT the diagnostic all the way out as if you are starting on a new vehicle.

18. Re Enter the diagnostic as normal.

19. When faced with the message “Mismatching ECU’s Do You Wish to Re Configure?” Select YES.

20. This should then use the correct files to program the new Instrument Pack

21. Finally check the ZCS Information in VEHICLE CONFIGURATION to ensure that they all match exactly.
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
